Show your talents on the creative stage during the open
mic session, laugh with Zanzibar Comedy Club, and immerse yourself in the creative surroundings.
Set against a backdrop of nature and community, FuTopia’s daytime vibe is warm, joyful, and 
deeply inspiring.

As the sun dips below the horizon, FuTopia’s main stage comes alive on the tranquil shores of
Fumba Town. Set right on the beach, with the ocean breeze and stunning sunset as a backdrop,
the evening pulses with laid-back, chill vibes. From 6PM until late on August 29th to 31st,
powerful live performances create an immersive atmosphere where music, dance, and fashion
unite under the stars. Whether you’re swaying to rhythmic beats, watching the vibrant
upcycling fashion show, or simply soaking in the warm, communal energy, the seaside setting
invites you to relax, connect, and celebrate creativity in perfect harmony with nature. Other
exciting activities at FuTopia include a traditional Ngalawa race held in collaboration with the
villages of Dimani and Nyamanzi, celebrating local unity, culture, and friendly competition.

On Sunday 31st, the program will feature the Cheza Mania Dance Competition finals,
Soundclash Zanzibar DJ Competition winner, workshop results presentation, and
the ReUzi Wear Upcycled Fashion Show.

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The Asili Games Zone will showcase traditional
Zanzibari games such as Dominos, Karata, Bao,
Draft, and Keram in an authentic local setup,
featuring ground seating with mikeka, benches,
and a relaxed community vibe. Complementing
the experience will be locally brewed Swahili
coffee and a variety of homemade Zanzibari
snacks like kashata, visheti, and vileja, creating
a true kijiweni atmosphere.

Highlight: Bao is one of the oldest and most
culturally significant games in Zanzibar and
East Africa. The full sensory experience
including traditional seating, local treats, and communal
energy, offers something far beyond a typical
games setup.

The Afya Zone will feature four core pillars:
Nutritional Health, with live demos and a smoothie
stand led by Dr. Jenny and Said the Herbalist;
Beauty & Health, offering skincare and wellness
services by Inaya Zanzibar; Wellness & Spa setup,
facilitated by Hammam Zanzibar and Yoga, with
themed rooftop sunset sessions led by rotating
instructors focusing on stress relief, back care,
and self-meditation.

Highlight: Local herbs and nutrition tour in Fumba
Town – highlights the rich nature of Zanzibar and
vast Biodiversity in Fumba. Empowers residents
to see their environment from a different eye.

Dive into the vibrant festival zones on Saturday 30th and Sunday 31st from 10am to 5pm,
happening in the Fumba Town park area close to the roundabout: Afya Zone for wellness, Eco
Village Zone for sustainable living, Food Art Street Zone for culinary creativity, Kids Zone for
interactive play, Asili Games Zone for traditional and modern games, Community Market Zone
for local crafts and produce, and the Upcycling Fashion Show Zone, all offering engaging
workshops to inspire, educate, and connect.
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The Kwetu Kwenu Market zone is a vibrant artisan
space celebrating local creativity and sustainable
living. It features handmade crafts, organic 
produce, and unique, locally sourced goods offering
visitors an authentic market experience rooted in
community and culture.

Highlight: Experience a vast variety of handmade
crafts and organic produce during the market.

The Eco Village Zone will offer a hands-on,
community-driven space focused on sustainability
and creative expression. Visitors can take part in
interactive workshops on DIY, urban gardens,
pottery, wood carving, and composting while
also exploring showcases that celebrate green
living and invite all to learn, create, and connect
with nature.

Highlight: DIY Upcycling and Urban gardening.
Through hands on workshops and activities,
audiences will gain a new feeling for what's thrown
away and what can potentially be made out of it.

The Food Art Street Zone is a flavorful journey
through culture and creativity, where every plate
tells a story. Visitors will get to explore and taste
a variety of dishes from different cultures, try out
new recipes, and experience the art of cooking,

delicious shared meal."

Highlight: A nyama choma competition and a long
communal feasting table in the middle of the food
vendors will ensure fun, great BBQ and a sense of
community.



Kids Zone is a vibrant space where children can
learn, read, and express themselves through face
painting and creative arts, while enjoying hands-on
STEM activities that connect them and build on
their curiosity. Parents will also be invited to
participate in dedicated sessions, creating an open
environment for sharing feelings and fostering
better understanding between generations.

Highlight: A colourful, curious, joy-filled zone for
kids—need we say more!?
